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2.2 Key issues raised
The consultation programme has recorded a wide range of issues.  The major forum
for the tabling of community issues was the Stakeholder and Community Information
Session held in Collie on 15 June 2009.  The meeting notes from the session are
attached (Appendix G).

While there were ranging issues, there were some aspects that were often raised and
could therefore be regarded as key issues.  These are summarised below in Table 2.

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3. Future consultation

3.1.1 Public Review Period

PCF will continue to engage with stakeholders during the eight week public comment
period.

Stakeholders on the database will be notified of the start of public review period and
notification will be published in the in Collie Mail newspaper and the West Australian.

PCF intends to hold a Community and Stakeholder Feedback Session in Collie at the
start of the review period (in August).

Submissions received by the EPA will be processed and PCF’s comments and
responses will be made available to stakeholders and interested parties.

3.1.2 Ongoing Consultation

PCF plans to develop a community reference group to provide ongoing advice on
community interests and concerns related to the project. If given approval for the
Project, PCF will set up and maintain a representative group of stakeholders and
community members to ensure public interests or concerns can be given attention as
they arise. Wider consultation and public information opportunities will include
maintenance of the Collie Urea Project website, the contact number for further
information and comment, regular bulletins to those subscribed to the email list and
continuous project updates through local channels such as the Collie Mail.
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1. Background

1.1 Overview of the Public Consultation for the PER
Perdaman Chemicals and Fertilisers has engaged GHD to conduct investigations for the Collie Urea
Project Public Environmental Review (PER), including stakeholder and community consultation relating
to the process. The PER is a transparent and formal public process involving public advertisement of
information at key points in the approval process and opportunities for public feedback. As part of the
approvals process, the proponent needs to demonstrate that sufficient consultation has been conducted
with stakeholders and the community to adequately inform them of the project, and identify potential
environmental and social issues. The proponent needs to take adequate measures to respond to these
issues and mitigate potential impacts, including a written public response to formal public submissions on
the PER document.

Although current legislation does not define what is meant by a sufficient level of consultation, guidance
on consultation is provided in the following, especially in regard to the minimum requirements of public
advertisement of information and a public comment period for the PER:

• Environmental Protection Act 1986 EPA Environmental Impact Assessment (Part IV Division 1)
Administrative Procedures 2002;

• Department of Environment (2003) Interim Industry Guide to Community Involvement; and

• EPA Position Statement 6: Towards Sustainability.

Current stakeholder and community expectations regarding levels of involvement provide further
direction on the consultation requirements of the PER. Gauging stakeholder and community interest
early is therefore the key factor in determining the level of engagement. GHD has developed the process
presented in this plan based on knowledge of issues surrounding the project and experience of other
approval processes. Furthermore, GHD’s social sustainability professionals are members of the
International Association for Public Participation (IAP2: www.iap2.org) and develop methodologies
according to the IAP2 code of ethics and spectrum for public participation.

The methodology proposed by GHD in this plan aims to provide a basic process to include community
and stakeholder views and concerns in the environmental approvals process. It seeks to achieve an
‘inform’ level of engagement for the community and a ‘consult’ level of engagement for key stakeholders.
If there is a higher than expected level of stakeholder and community interest in the project, GHD will
alert Perdaman to the possibility of conducting additional consultation to engage more broadly with
stakeholders.

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2. Consultation Requirements

2.1 Consultation to Date
Perdaman has met with key stakeholders to provide early briefings of the project and discuss potential
issues from the various stakeholder perspectives. These stakeholders include State Government
agencies and in particular the South West Development Commission, the Shire of Collie, Collie Chamber
of Commerce, City of Bunbury and Bunbury Wellington Economic Alliance.

Stakeholder discussions to date have raised the following areas for attention:

» The sources of water supply for the project and wastewater management;

» Environmental concerns such as greenhouse gas emissions and impact on conservation values;

» Indigenous heritage;

» Indigenous employment and training opportunities;

» Potential impacts on the Collie community as a whole such as increased population and associated
effects on housing and rental affordability, and increased traffic movements through the town with
associated noise, dust and amenity impacts; and

» Opportunities for local employment and training, attracting workers and their families to the town and
development of town services to support an increased population

In recognition of stakeholder interests, Perdaman has committed to providing Collie residents with ‘first
go’ at any employment opportunities on the project during construction and the permanent workforce.
Perdaman has also met with local Collie Aboriginal community representatives to talk about local
concerns and is considering some local community one-off type assistance for this stakeholder group to
support their emerging business. This consultation is separate from the formal native title negotiation
process for the Shotts estate that Landcorp is managing.

2.2 Consultation Needs and Objectives
The Public Environmental Review process requires opportunities for members of the community, key
stakeholders and decision-making authorities to become informed about the project and make
comments. Communications and consultation for the project have been underway for some time, and the
process presented in this plan is specifically for the PER and is separate to ongoing communications
being undertaken by Perdaman.

The objectives of the stakeholder and community consultation for the PER are as follows:

» To identify stakeholders and community representatives that have a direct interest or stake in the
project;

» To provide public access to relevant information about the project so that individuals, groups and
organisations may be informed about the project;

» To provide opportunities for stakeholders to give feedback and raise issues; and

» To identify key issues and concerns for consideration in the environmental review process.

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Manufactured urea is a harmless, non-toxic white crystalline solid 
made by combining synthetic ammonia and carbon dioxide (CO

2
). 

Its high nitrogen content (46.7 per cent) makes it an effective and 
popular fertiliser. Urea has the highest nitrogen content of all 
solid nitrogenous fertilisers in common use, and is used widely in 
agricultural food production. In fact, 90 per cent of the world’s urea 
production is used for fertiliser. 

The plant has a two million tonnes per annum capacity, and most of 
the urea produced at the plant will be exported. The Shotts Industrial 
Park provides us with an ideal location for the plant due to its close 
proximity to coal reserves as well as key road, rail, power and port 
infrastructure, with adequate water available in the region.

Permitting and environmental approvals are expected to be complete 
by the end of 2009 with field construction due to start in August 2010. 
We expect full production to start in 2013, and we look forward to 
communicating employment opportunities to the local community,  
starting in 2010.

As promised at the launch of the project in March 2009,  
Perdaman is committed to ensuring the community is aware of  
our management plans in relation to community, health and safety, 
economic factors, the environment and land.

To this end, we have now commenced the formal Public 
Environmental Review (PER) process. Perdaman has enlisted the 
services of environmental consultants GHD to assist us with the 
PER and the associated community consultation activities.

The PER is only one of the permitting and approval processes that 
Perdaman must complete before construction and operation of the 
plant can begin. These permitting and approval processes involve 
the Shire and several state agencies and departments. Perdaman 
will comply with all required regulations, permitting requirements 
and approval processes, and will listen to, and keep the community 
informed as we proceed.

These community consultation activities will be facilitated in 
a number of ways including community information sessions, 
newsletters and website information, and we also encourage the 
community to come to us with any questions they may have about 
the project. It’s important to us that everyone involved in the 
process is appropriately informed of project developments.

Perdaman Chemicals and Fertilisers is developing a A$3.5 billion urea manufacturing plant 

that will be located at the new Shotts Industrial Park, around 7km’s east of Collie. Using lower 

emissions coal gasification technology, our plant will transform sub-bituminous coal into urea.

Collie Urea Project
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Frequently asked questions
Why is the plant being built in Collie?
The Shotts Industrial Park just outside of Collie is ideally located 
adjacent to coal reserves and within close proximity to key road, 
rail, power, water and port infrastructure. We believe that Collie is 
an excellent choice for the project.

How many jobs will be on offer and where will 
employees be sourced from?
We anticipate that around 1,500 jobs will be generated during the 
construction period (between 2010 and 2013), and around 200 
permanent jobs once operations begin in 2013.

Perdaman will support the local Collie community wherever 
possible and aims to give local residents the first opportunity for 
employment and training before looking elsewhere for suitable 
employees. We will also be offering training and jobs to the 
indigenous community, during the construction phase and in our  
ongoing operations.

The project will also create indirect employment opportunities 
because it will require substantial third party services from a wide 
range of industries including transport, mining, engineering and 
human services. An estimated 400 permanent positions will be 
created in these industries.

Where will the plant’s water be sourced from  
and how will it be used?
Perdaman has been assigned sufficient quantities of water for the 
project by the Western Australian Department of Water. Water is 
available from mine de-watering and from Wellington Dam.  
Water will be used mainly for cooling and some steam generation. 
The design of the plant, which will be highly integrated, will 
minimise water use while maximising the plant’s overall efficiency, 
reducing emissions. 

How will waste water be managed?
Construction and operation of the Collie Urea plant will result in 
waste water being generated, including saline waste water. We are 
currently investigating the best ways to dispose of waste water at the 
plant so that it does not adversely impact the environment, people 
or adjacent land uses. This includes investigating all the options for 
re-using waste water. For example, the water generated by washing 
down equipment at Bunbury Port could be used for irrigation.

Will the Collie Urea Plant have an effect on  
the air quality in the Collie region? 
The Collie urea plant is expected to have a minimal impact on air 
quality in the Collie region as the plant uses gasification technology 
to convert the coal into gas in a closed system. In addition, 
gasification results in the capture of trace heavy metals in slag 
(molten ash) and no fly ash is produced from the process.

The CO
2
 emissions of the plant are approximately 40% lower  

than a comparable sized coal fired power station and are better  
than a comparable sized natural gas fired open cycle gas turbine.  
This is because one third of the total CO

2
 is sequestered in the  

urea product.

Short and long term opportunities to reduce the carbon footprint  
of the plant are being identified and evaluated as part of the  
PER process.

What control measures will be put in place to 
eliminate or control harmful emissions? 
Process technology such as filters, scrubbers and guard beds will 
ensure that emissions are effectively controlled. The production 
process includes a flare which combusts gas before it is released 
to the atmosphere. This converts any odorous compounds and 
hydrocarbons in the flare gas to mainly CO

2
 and water vapor.

A high percentage of the CO
2
 emitted by the plant is 99.5% pure and 

ready for sequestration. Perdaman is supporting the investigation 
of potential sequestration sites in the region and is ready for 
commercial scale applications of CO

2
 when they become available.

How much clearing of native vegetation will 
be required and how will potential impacts on 
habitat and flora and fauna be managed? 
The footprint for the proposed urea production plant is 
approximately 120 hectares and it is anticipated that approximately 
90 per cent of this area will involve clearing. Overall, the vegetation 
surrounding the proposed plant site is well represented within the 
Collie State Forest, Wellington National Park and Harris River 
State Forest. The site is also within a Country Area Water Supply 
Catchment (CAW) and will be subject to strict clearing guidelines. 

A history of disturbances and clearing has resulted in some areas 
of this site being completely degraded, although some areas remain 
in good condition, as identified in a recent flora assessment. The 
clearing plan for the site will manage the areas of higher vegetation 
value. Management plans for protection of flora and fauna in the 
area are currently being prepared and will be included as part of the 
approvals process for assessment.

Will there be any road or rail transport issues?
The urea produced at the plant will be transported to the Port of 
Bunbury along the existing rail line. The urea will not be moved by 
road. There will be use of local roads during the construction phase. 
We will coordinate and work closely with other local industries and 
the Shire on traffic management issues during construction to keep 
any local impacts to a minimum. The management of additional rail 
traffic through Bunbury will be addressed with the Bunbury Port 
Authority, the rail operator and other stakeholders.

When will the permitting and environmental 
approvals process be complete?
The Public Environmental Review (PER) and other permitting 
and approvals processes are scheduled for completion by the end 
of 2009. These involve the Shire and a range of State Government 
agencies and departments. The community will be consulted and 
informed as we proceed. The PER is expected to be released later 
this year for a public comment period.

The Collie urea plant is expected to have a minimal
impact on air quality in the Collie region, as the plant
uses gasification technology to convert the coal into
gas in a closed system. In addition, gasification
results in the capture of trace heavy metals in slag
(molten ash), and no fly ash is produced from the
process.

How are the cumulative impacts of air, dust
and GGH being studied?

The PER assesses both the environmental impacts of
the PCF plant as well as the surrounds.  Air modeling
will account for emissions from other industries,
including Muja A and B and background noise data is
being recorded to assess the cumulative impact of
noise at both the Plant and the Port.

 When did the Scoping Document go to
EPA? May.

Will the Scoping Document be out for
comment?

No.. The PER documentation will be submitted to the
EPA early in August for assessment and subsequent
release for an 8 week public comment period. The
scoping document reflects the content of the PER.

How high will plant be? The highest point will be 100m.
What is the total area of the plant? 120 hectares.

Will Perdaman be putting in bores?

There are no plans to put in bores, however, if this is
required to ensure there is no groundwater
contamination, then PCF will install and monitor
groundwater bores.

Where will the energy for construction come
from?

There will not be enough local supply so diesel
generators will probably be brought in. It is anticipated
energy will come from gasification after 2013.

Will Perdaman be able to produce enough
gas for all energy needs Yes

Is the process for air filters and scrubbers,
similar to Worsley?

Process technology such as filters, scrubbers and
guard beds will ensure that emissions are effectively
controlled. The production process includes a safety
flare which combusts gas before it is released to the
atmosphere. This converts potentially odorous
compounds and hydrocarbons to mainly CO2 and
water vapour and safeguards against excess pressure
build up in the plant processes.

Is the work for PER going to be out in the
field or desktop only?

Both. Studies have recently been conducted out in
field with more field studies scheduled for noise
assessment.

How will the impacts of water infrastructure
(piping etc) such as clearing and impacts on
fauna corridors be managed?

These impacts will be included in the PER. This
document will be available for public review and
comment.

How often will trains be running? There will be two, 55 carriage, trains per day.

What happens if there is a spill?

PCF is preparing a risk management plan that will
include response, cleanup and monitoring
procedures. Urea spills are easily cleaned up using
mechanical equipment such as a front end loader and
the spilt urea is still fit for use in agriculture.

The decision to allow PCF to construct
contradicts the Shire of Collie’s town Plan.

The Shire of Collie has always had a strategy to
establish the Shotts Industrial Park for industries such
as PCF.  There is a concurrent process now
underway to ensure the scheme is amended to
establish this Park.  The planning scheme will not
allow residences to be established within the Shotts
Industrial Park.
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FINAL COMMENTS
It is important that PCF notes that attending the workshop as a ‘stakeholder’ does not mean that the
stakeholder supports the project. PCF duly acknowledged this point.

Although the Government has already indicated strong support for this project, PCF is still required to
satisfy the standards of the EPA .  PCF will invest in what is required to minimise impacts to the
environment.  PCF will address community issues and concerns as part of the formal PER process.

WRAP UP AND NEXT STEPS
Perdaman thanked participants for attending, re-expressing their commitment to stay engaged with the
community. They intend to hold a session during the PER public submission period and will form a
reference group for ongoing consultation.
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
