THE Eaton Boomers’ search for a per-

manent home ground continues to hit -

csdead-ends, according to club officials.

Arguably the South West Football
League’s most vibrant club, the
Boomers’ partnership with their tem-
porary home ground, Glen Huon Re-
serve in Eaton, continues to spark de-
bate between club officials and the
Dardanup Shire Council.

Tension continues to mount as both

z ,?anies try to resolve whether the club

should be allowed to use Gleh Huon
permanently or shift to a purpose-built
facility.

The bustling club, which moved to
Glen Huon almost nine years ago from
Boyanup Oval, is brimming with new
members and its success on and off the
field gives weight for the club to stay
put, according to delegates.

With membership and playing :

numbers continually increasing, and
likely to rise again next year, concerns
are growing about the uncertainty of

where the club’s home ground will
eventually be.

The South Western Times under-
stands that before a decision is made
ona permanent location, a concept sur-
vey must be completed and brought
back before the shire for review.

It is understood funding for the sur-
vey, believed to be upwards of
$18,500, has stalled, causing frus-
tration for club officials.

An alternative home ground at Par-

kridge Estate has been marked as a
possible new home for the Boomers,
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but its completion is more than 10
years way, again causing frustration
for the club.

The South Western Times also
understands an independent consult-
ant’s review put before the shire rec-
ommended Glen Huon was the best
option for a football club.

Shire chief executive officer Mark
Chester said while he understood the
club’s frustration, the council’s pos-
ition would remain the same.

they won’t be staying permanently at
Glen Huon,”” he said.

**The process which we’re cur-
rently in is to do a concept survey of
the oval, to see how we can make best
use of the ground and facilitate all the
surrounding sports.

**After that survey is complete and
comes back to the council, we might
review our position.”’

Chester said the club would have to
accept the situation and be patient, or
could look for an alternative ground.
